n a significant move that may benefit

many new-age technology companies
and firmsbacked by financial investors,
the Securities and Exchange Board of
India (Sebi) on Friday decided to ease
the post-listing lock-in norms for both pro-
moters and financial investors.
“Theboard decided torelax the lock-in
requirements as follows: The lock-in of
promoters’ shareholding to the extent of
minimum promoters’ contribution (i.e.
20% of post-issue capital) shall be for a
period of I8 months from the date of allot-
ment in the initial public offering (IPO)/fur-
ther public offering (FPO) instead of the
existing three years,” the market regulator
said in astatement after itsboard meeting

on Friday.

Anoverseasdirect
listing would raise the profile of
these startups, make a greater
capital pool available to them,
and allow specialized investors
to invest in these companies,
especially in sectors such as
software-as-a-service, insur-
ance technology, business to
business logistics, genomics,
and biotechnology, they said.

“If India wants to produce
multinational tech giants, per-
mitting our startups to access
global capital by listing on
international exchanges is an
absolute must-have,” says the
letter dated 29 July.
